You must provide Us with accurate information to enable Us to assess the risk correctly and notify Us immediately of any change in
this information, or in Your circumstances, that could affect Our assessment.

Whether You pay Your premiums monthly or annually, You are responsible for ensuring that these are paid within the agreed time
period.

Please contact Your broker immediately if there is anything that is not clear to You or You need more information.

First Amount Payable (Excess) the first amount to be paid by You or for which You will be responsible in respect of each and
every claim You may have in terms of this Policy, as shown in the Schedule.

Indemnity means that We will attempt to place You back in the same financial position You were in
immediately before an Insured Event that caused You to submit a claim under this Policy.

Claim Free Group You must be able to prove that You have a claim free group from Your previous Insurers of no
less than three (3) years. The claim free group status is based on the Principal Driver’s past

motor vehicle insurance claims experience. The maximum claim free group which can be
accumulated under this Policy is seven (7) years. In the event of one or more claims being
made, under the Motor Section, during any one twelve (12) month period from the inception of
the Policy, Your claim free group will be adjusted downwards by a factor of two (2) years for
each claim submitted in such period. Claim free group adjustments will not be applied to claims
for vehicle glass, head-lights, tail-lights, spotlights, vehicle audio equipment under the motor
Section, vehicle keys and locks and/or remote control devices or anti theft system claims.

GENERAL CONDITIONS

The following General Conditions apply to the entire Policy:

Interpretation

The Policy Wording, proposal for insurance and Schedule shall read as one document. If any word or expression has been
given a specific meaning it shall have the same meaning wherever it appears. Headings have been inserted to help You
find the information You need. They must not be taken to affect the interpretation of the Policy. In the event of any
inconsistencies, the Schedule overrides the Policy wording.

Accuracy of Material Information

This Policy or any part of it may be declared void by Us if any details that affect the risk are not disclosed, or are
misrepresented or misdescribed by You or on Your behalf, or if We are not informed of an alteration of the risk.

Communication of Material Changes

Any changes in Your circumstances must be communicated to Us in writing before such changes occur to ensure
continuous cover. Provided that the changes are accepted by Us, they will be effective from the date agreed upon,
subject to Our terms and conditions being complied with. We will confirm these changes by sending You an updated
Schedule.

Amendments to Cover

We may change Your Policy by giving You thirty (30) days notice by fax, post or email to Your last known address. Any
change that You make will be effective from the time and date agreed to with Us.

Premium Payments

5.1 If You place a stop payment on Your premium this Policy will automatically be cancelled from the date that the
premium was due to be paid.

5.2 We may change the amount of premium payable under this Policy at any time but if We do We will give You
thirty (30) days written notice of the change.

5.3 Monthly Policy

The premium is payable in advance and must be paid on the due date which is the first day of every
month.

If We do not receive Your premium by the due date a thirty (30) day grace period will be granted by Us
from such due date and a debit order will be submitted at the beginning of the next month in respect of
the unpaid debit order and the premium for the next month. If payment of the double debit is not
received, Your Policy will be cancelled automatically from the original due date.

Should You have a claim during the grace period of thirty (30) days mentioned in sub clause 5.3.2 above,
We will not process the claim until You have paid the outstanding premiums or You have agreed that
the premiums be deducted from any payment due to You.

5.4 Annual Policy

5.4.1 The premium is due and payable on or before inception date or renewal date as the case may be. We
shall not be obliged to accept the premium that is tendered to Us after thirty (30) days from inception
date or renewal date as the case may be.

5.4.2 If We do not receive Your premium within thirty (30) days after the due date, You will not have any
cover and the Policy shall lapse automatically from midnight (24h00) on the day before the due date.

6. Claims Procedure and Conditions
6.1 If an event giving rise to or likely to give rise to a claim comes to Your knowledge You must notify Us within thirty

(30) days and provide Us as soon as is reasonably possible with:

6.1.1  particulars of any other policy covering the same event;
6.1.2  written details of the event;
6.1.3  such proofs, information and sworn declarations that We may require;
6.1.4 any document or details of any communication received in connection with a claim.
6.2 No admission, statement, offer, promise, payment or indemnity may be made by You without Our prior consent
in writing.
6.3 You must report any event that involves damage to a Vehicle, including malicious damage, to the Police within

seventy two (72) hours of the event, but any event that involves theft, hijacking or any other criminal act or

suspected criminal act or loss of property as soon as is reasonably possible. In addition You must take all

reasonably practical steps to discover the guilty party and recover the stolen or lost property.

6.4 In the event of the Vehicle being subjected to water ingestion, You must notify Us as soon as possible and
arrange with Us to have the Vehicle delivered to a Vehicle repair facility agreed with Us without delay.

6.5 We may take over and conduct the defence or settlement of any claim and/or recovery from any third party and

have the right to use Your name for this purpose.
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6.6 You must give all information, documentation and assistance required by Us to obtain indemnity from other
parties.
6.7 We are not liable for any claim after twelve months (12) have expired from the date of the event that gives rise

to the claim, unless the claim is the subject of a pending court action between You and Us, or is a claim for sums
for which You may become legally liable to a third party.

6.8 If We deny liability or reject any claim made in terms of this Policy or void Your Policy, or in the event that you
dispute the amount of a claim, representation may be made to Us within ninety (90) days of the date of the letter
of rejection or voidance.

If Your dispute is not satisfactorily resolved in this manner, You may institute legal action against Us for the
enforcement of the claim by way of the service of summons against Us. Summons must be served upon Us
within one hundred and eighty (180) days of the original letter or rejection or voidance, failing which You will

forfeit Your claim and We will have no liability in terms of such claim.

6.9 We shall not be liable under more than one Section of this Policy in respect of liability, loss or damage arising
from the same happening in respect of the same liability, loss or damage.

6.10 In respect of any Section of this Policy under which an indemnity is provided for liability to third parties, We may,
upon the happening of any event, pay to You the limit of indemnity provided in respect of such event or any
lesser sum for which the claim or claims arising from such event can be settled. We shall thereafter not be under
further liability in respect of such event.

7. Fraudulent Acts in Making a Claim

If a claim made under this Policy:

7.1 is in any respect fraudulent or if fraudulent means are used by You, or on Your behalf, to obtain any benefit
under the Policy;

7.2 has been inflated or information has been provided in connection with the claim that is not true;

We will be relieved of all liability in respect of the whole claim and You will repay to Us all amounts that We have paid
previously in respect of the claim and without prejudice to Our rights to recover any damages that We may have suffered
as a result of Your fraudulent conduct.

Reinstatement

We may elect to reinstate, replace or pay for, any property hereby insured. You shall at Your own expense, produce all
such documents, specifications, valuations and information, We may require, in substantiation of the claim. We are not
bound, to reinstate or replace the property exactly or completely, but only as circumstances permit and in a reasonably
sufficient manner relative to such circumstances.

Observance of Policy Terms and Conditions

Our liability is conditional upon the observance of the Policy terms, conditions and warranties stated in the Policy or
Schedule by any person claiming indemnity or benefit under the Policy. Failure to comply with any of the terms,
conditions or warranties may result in a claim being rejected or the Policy being voided.

Rights of Others

This Policy gives rights to You only, unless the other party is a financial institution that is the title holder of the property
hereby insured. Any extension of Our liability for the losses of any other person gives no right to that person to claim
from Us.

Other Insurance

If the loss, damage or liability is covered by any other insurance We will not pay more than Our rateable proportion.
Prevention of Loss

You shall take all reasonable precautions for the maintenance, safety and protection of the property insured, to prevent
loss, damage and accidents and further shall not do, suffer or permit anything whereby Our risk shall be increased. Your
disregard or failure to comply with this condition will result in any claim against Us being forfeited.

Territorial Limits

Cover under this Policy only operates within the territorial limits stated in the Schedule.

Repatriation

We will compensate You for the costs of repatriating any insured Vehicle or other Insured Property that is damaged
outside the Republic of South Africa, up to the amount stated in the Schedule.
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15. Cancellation

15.1

Whether the premium under this Policy is paid annually or monthly this Policy or any Section may be cancelled:

15.1.1 by You at any time You request this in writing;

15.1.2 by Us by giving thirty (30) days notice to You at Your last known address.

15.2 Your neglect or failure to inform Us or Your broker or agent of any change in Your banking details or to inform
Your broker or agent of such change, will result in the cover under this Policy being forfeited.

15.3 Policy cancellation and associated refunds in premiums through failure by You after two (2) months, to inform Us
or Your broker or agent of the date, of the intended cancellation, will not be reimbursed, unless a justifiable and
acceptable written reason is provided to Us by You.

15.4 If the premium is paid annually and We cancel the Policy, We will retain a pro-rata premium.

16. Consent to Disclosure of Private Information

16.1 You acknowledge that the sharing of information for underwriting and claims purposes is in the public interest, as
it will enable Insurers to underwrite policies and assess risks fairly and reduce the incidence of fraudulent claims
with a view to limiting premiums.

16.2 On Your behalf and on behalf of anyone You represent herein, You hereby waive any right to privacy with regard
to any underwriting and claims information in respect of any insurance policy or claims made or lodged by You,
or on Your behalf.

16.3 You consent to such information being stored in the shared database and used as set out above.

16.4 You also consent to such information being disclosed to any Insurer or its agent.

16.5 Your further consent to any underwriting information being verified against legally recognised sources or
databases.

16.6 You agree that this consent clause will survive the termination for whatever reason of the Policy, including its
cancellation or lapsing.

17. Jurisdiction

17.1 This Policy shall be subject to the laws and statutes of the Republic of South Africa and We shall only abide by
judgments delivered or obtained in the first instance by a court of competent jurisdiction with the Republic of
South Africa.

17.2 This Policy will not indemnify You in respect of costs and expenses of litigation recoverable by any claimant from

You which are not incurred and recoverable within the Republic of South Africa.
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18. Change of Interest
The Policy shall be void with regards to any item of property hereby insured, in regard to which there be any alteration
after the commencement of the insurance, whereby Your interest ceases, except as a result of death, or operation of law,
until We by endorsement declare that the insurance will continue.

19. Inspection of Property

We may at Our discretion arrange for an inspection of any property You propose for insurance under this Policy, subject
to the following special conditions:

19.1 Such inspection shall be conducted by an agent appointed by Us. The cost of such inspection shall be for Your
account and shall form part of the first premium.

19.2 The cost of rectifying any pre-existing damage, defect or condition revealed by such an inspection shall be
excluded from any claim made under this Policy.

19.3 We reserve the right to cancel any cover granted under this Policy from inception and refund Your premium less
the inspection costs should the inspection reveal that in Our opinion the property proposed for insurance does

not meet Our normal underwriting standards or is unsuitable for the type of insurance proposed.

19.4 If We appoint an agent to inspect the vehicle at any time, We reserve the right to have the vehicle photographed
by such agent.

20 Interest Payments due by Us

No interest will be payable on any amount due by Us in terms of this Policy unless a Court of Law orders otherwise.

GENERAL EXCLUSIONS

The following General Exclusions apply to the entire Policy.

We and You agree that any terms of this Policy which may be in conflict with any statute are amended to conform to such statute.

The following are not covered:

1. Nuclear Risks

11 Loss or destruction of or damage:

1.1.1  Toany property whatsoever or any loss or expense whatsoever resulting or arising there from or any
consequential loss;

1.1.2 Death, injury or any legal liability of whatsoever nature;
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directly or indirectly caused by or contributed to by or arising from ionising radiations or contamination by radio
activity from any nuclear fuel or from any nuclear waste combustion of nuclear fuel. For the purpose of this
exclusion only, combustion shall include any self-sustaining process of nuclear fission.

1.2 Any loss, destruction, damage or legal liability directly or indirectly caused by, or contributed to by, or arising
from nuclear weapons material.

2. War, Strikes and Riots
Loss of or damage to property or bodily injury related to or caused by:

2.1 Civil commotion, labour disturbances, riot, strike, lockout or public disorder or any act or activity which is
calculated or directed to bring about any of the foregoing;

2.2 War, invasion, act of foreign enemy, hostilities or warlike operations (whether war be declared or not) civil war;

2.3 2.3.1  Mutiny, military uprising, military or usurped power, martial law or state of siege, or any other event or
cause which determines the proclamation or maintenance of martial law or state of siege;

2.3.2 Insurrection, rebellion or revolution.

2.4 Any act (whether on behalf of any organisation, body or person, or group of persons) calculated or directed to
overthrow or influence any State or Government, or any provincial, local or tribal authority with force, or by
means of fear, terrorism or violence.

2.5 Any act which is calculated or directed to bring about loss or damage or bodily injury, in order to further any
political aim, objective or cause or to bring about any social or economic change, or in protest against any State
or Government, or any provincial, local or tribal authority, or for the purpose of inspiring fear in the public, or any
sector thereof.

2.6 Any attempt to perform any act referred to in Exclusion 2.4 or 2.5 above.

2.7 The act of any lawfully established authority in controlling, preventing, suppressing or in any other way dealing
with any occurrence referred to in Exclusion 2 above.

3. War Damage Insurance Compensation Act

Loss of/or damage caused directly or indirectly by or through or in consequence of any occurrence for which a fund has
been established in terms of the War Damage Insurance and Compensation Act. NO 85 of 1976 or any similar Act
operative in any of the territories to which this Policy applies.

4. Terrorism

Notwithstanding any provision of this Policy including any exclusion, exception or extension or other provision not
included herein which would otherwise override a General Exclusion, this Policy does not cover loss of or damage to
property or expense of whatsoever nature directly or indirectly caused by, arising out of or in connection with any act of
terrorism regardless of any other cause or event contributing concurrently or in any sequence to the loss, damage or
expense.

For the purpose of this General Exclusion 4 an act of terrorism includes, without limitation, the use of violence or force or
the threat thereof whether as an act harmful to human life or not, by any organisation or group of persons, whether
acting alone or on behalf of or in connection with any organisation or government or any other person or body of persons,
committed for political, religious, personal, ethnic or ideological reasons or purposes including any act committed with the
intention to influence any government or for the purpose of inspiring fear in the public or any sector thereof.

5. Dispossession by Authorities

Loss, damage, cost or expense directly or indirectly arising from permanent or temporary dispossession resulting from
detention, confiscation, forfeiture, impounding or requisition legally carried out by customs, police services, crime
prevention units or any lawfully constituted officials or authorities.

6. Consequential Loss
Consequential loss or damage except as We specifically insure.
7. Theft by False Pretences and Fraud

Loss or damage resulting directly or indirectly from or in connection with any actual or purported exchange, cash or credit
sale agreement including theft by false pretences and/or fraud.

8. Uninsured Computer Risks

Notwithstanding any provision of this Policy including any exclusion, exception or extension or other provision not
included herein which would otherwise override a General Exclusion, this Policy does not cover:

8.1 Loss or destruction of or damage to any property whatsoever (including a computer) or any loss or expense
whatsoever resulting or arising there from;

8.2 Any legal liability of whatsoever nature;

8.3 Any consequential loss;
directly or indirectly caused by or contributed to by or consisting of or arising from the incapacity or failure of any
computer, correctly or at all:

8.3.1 To treat any date as the correct date or true calendar date, or correctly or appropriately to recognise,
manipulate, interpret, process, store, receive or to respond to any data or information, or to carry out
any command or instruction, in regard to or in connection with such date; or

8.3.2  To capture, save, retain or to process any information or code as a result of the operation of any
command which has been programmed into any computer, being a command which causes the loss of
data or the inability to capture, save, retain or correctly to process such data in regard to or in
connection with any such date; or

8.3.3  To capture, save, retain or to process any information or code due to programme errors, incorrect entry
or the inadvertent cancellation or corruption of data and/or programmes; or

8.3.4  To capture, save, retain or to process any data as a result of the action of any computer virus, or other
corrupting, harmful or otherwise unauthorised code or instruction including, but not limited to, any
Trojan horse, time or logic bomb or worm or any other destructive or disruptive code, media
programme or interference.

A computer includes any computer, data processing equipment, microchip, integrated circuit or similar device in
computer or non-computer equipment or any computer software, tools, operating system or any computer
hardware or peripherals and the information or data electronically or otherwise stored in or on any of the above,
whether Your property or not.

Where the loss, damage or liability is attributable to more than one proximate cause, this Exclusion will not apply
if any other such cause is an insured peril.

In the event of the mechanical breakdown of any machinery, equipment or Vehicle, We will not pay for the

replacement or repair or modification of any part of any computer equipment causing the event but We will pay
for any resultant loss, damage or liability covered under the policy.

Total Asbestos Exclusion

Notwithstanding any provision of this Policy including any exclusion, exception or extension or other provision which
would otherwise override a General Exception this Policy does not cover any legal liability, loss, damage, cost or expense
whatsoever or any consequential loss directly or indirectly caused by, arising out of, resulting from, in consequence of, in
any way involving, or to the extent contributed to by, the hazardous nature of asbestos in whatever form or quantity.

Wear and Tear

Wear and tear or gradual deterioration (including the gradual action of light or climatic or atmospheric conditions).

Nuclear Causes Exclusion

Unless specifically agreed for an insured loss involving nuclear material under determined circumstances, this insurance
does not cover loss or damage caused directly or indirectly by any of the following, regardless of any other cause or event
contributing concurrently or in any other sequence to the loss:

Nuclear material, nuclear fission or fusion, nuclear radiation, nuclear waste from the use of nuclear fuels, nuclear
explosives or any nuclear weapon.

Definitions:

“Nuclear material” As defined in NMA 1975.

“Nuclear fission” means A nuclear reaction in which a heavy nucleus splits spontaneously or on
impact with another particle with the release of energy.

“Nuclear fusion” means A nuclear reaction in which atomic nuclei of low atomic number fuse to
form a heavier nucleus with the release of energy.

”Nuclear radiation” means The absorption of electromagnetic radiation by a nucleus having a magnetic
moment when in an external magnetic field.

“Nuclear waste” As defined in NMA 1975.

“Nuclear fuels” means A substance that will sustain a fission chain reaction so that it can be used as a
source of nuclear energy.

“Nuclear explosives” means An explosive involving the release of energy by nuclear fission or fusion or
both.

“Nuclear weapon” means A nuclear device designed, used or usable for inflicting bodily harm or property
damage.

If We say that a claim is not covered in terms of the General Exclusions in 1 to 11 above, then You must prove the contrary in

order to legitimise your claim.

Any make of 4x4 or 4x2 Vehicle (with differential lock) and with a ground clearance exceeding 170mm, or any
other Vehicle which We may agree to insure. We reserve the right to decline a risk depending on the type of 4x4

or 4x2 (with differential lock ) Vehicle.

We are not obliged to insure any “grey import” Vehicles or Vehicles which have been rebuilt or modified beyond
original specification.

Vehicle Category 2

2.2.1  Any make of standard all terrain quad bike, off road motor cycle or on/off road motor cycle, which We
may agree to insure.

2.2.2  Any make of utility quad bike.

We reserve the right to decline a risk depending on the type of Vehicle mentioned in 2.2 above.

DESCRIPTION OF USE

The Vehicle may only be used for the following purposes, according to the relative Description of Use, selected and stated in the
Schedule:

For social, domestic, pleasure, business and professional use, including full off road use, the conducting of or guiding on
recognised 4x4 off-road trails, or the conducting of overland or safari trips.

Provided that the Vehicle can be used for off-road driving by You, but such use is limited to off-road operation of the Vehicle and
solely within the operating specifications and constraints as determined by the Manufacturer of such Vehicle. The Vehicle will be
covered whilst the Insured is undergoing off road driver training instruction at any off road training facility, provided the off road
training facility is fully registered and adheres to the regulations stipulated in accordance with the South African Qualifications
Authority (SAQA) with regard to recreational driving.

use of the Vehicle for carriage of explosives, inflammable and flammable liquids, illegal commodity, nuclear
material, toxic waste or gas;

use of the Vehicle for carriage of goods, where the load weight exceeds the manufacturer’s load weight specifications for
the Vehicle.

COVER PROVIDED — COMPREHENSIVE

Indemnity

11 We will at Our option pay for the repair (at a repairer of our choice), replacement or reinstatement of the Vehicle
specified in the Schedule, which has incurred loss or damage by an event not excluded under this Section, up to
the retail value of such Vehicle and up to the reasonable market value of its accessories, conversion or
specialised fitments and spare parts therein or thereon at the time of such loss or damage, but not exceeding the
Vehicle’s sum insured and its accessories as stated in the Schedule, less the First Amount Payable. In the event of
a credit shortfall existing following an insured total loss, We will only indemnify You if You selected cover under
the optional extension of cover 1. Credit Shortfall at inception.

Provided that:

1.1.1  We must approve the repairs in writing before they are made;

1.1.2 If any part of the Vehicle is not available and this delays the repairs, We will not compensate You for the

inconvenience or loss or liability that may arise as result of the delay;

1.1.3  Any Vehicle accessory which is not factory fitted will only be covered if noted specifically in the
Schedule.
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2. Replacement of New Vehicles
If you are the first registered owner of a new Vehicle and within twelve (12) months of registration date it is damaged to
the extent that it is uneconomical to repair or it is stolen or hijacked and not recovered and physically returned to Us, the
maximum amount payable by Us will be the New List Price, including the accessories specified on the Schedule, not

exceeding fifteen percent (15%) of the Vehicle’s original purchase price, less the First Amount Payable.

3. Vehicle Audio Equipment (incorporating two way radios, depending on the Policy Package selected as stated on the
Schedule)

Any claim for loss of or damage to the Vehicle’s audio equipment and/or two way radios (depending on the Policy Package
selected and reflected in the Schedule) that occurs as a direct result of theft or attempted theft, is limited to the
maximum indemnity stated in the Schedule for the policy package selected, and is subject to the First Amount Payable.
However excluding:

If the property insured is the subject of a hire purchase or similar agreement and the seller or lessor (hereinafter
referred to as the "Owner") is interested in any monies which would be payable to the Insured under this Policy in respect of loss
of or damage to the property insured (which loss or damage is not made good by repair or replacement) such monies shall if so
requested in writing be paid to the said Owner and/or to the Insured to the extent of their respective interests as long as they are
interested in the said property, and their receipt shall be a full discharge of Sasria in respect of such loss or damage.
